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J1. More and more people are commuting by bicycle. This is probably
because people of all ages, from children to older people, can easily

ride bikes and riding is good for you and environmentally friendly.

J2. However, many cyclists illegally park their bikes on sidewalks, which
are often in pedestrians’ way. In some cases, they prevent emergency
vehicles from passing.

3. Many riders don’t know what traffic signs mean. They often violate
traffic regulations.

4. Some people ride while speaking on their cell phones or without the

lights on in the evening, which has caused a lot of accidents.

5. Also, there are others who illegally remove brakes from their bikes
and ride at an extremely high speed. Some of them weave through
cars, but this is very dangerous and makes drivers shudder.

[16. The police should be stricter toward offenders. In addition, at
schools or public facilities more emphasis should be put on teaching
people how to ride bikes safely.
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
